Eligibility

Any undergraduate student in good academic standing from a HKBU exchange partnership institution
interested in learning in a highly vibrant city setting is invited to apply. Once enrolled, you will be
studying and interacting alongside with other international students as well as local and Mainland
students inside the same classrooms.

If you are not a native English speaker, you are required to have a minimum score of 550
(paper-based)/80 (internet-based) or above in TOEFL; or a score of 6.0 or above in IELTS, unless
otherwise exempted per the terms of the partnership agreement between HKBU and your home
institution.

Courses Offered

» All courses offered are credit-bearing and each carries 2 or 3 credits. The maximum study load for
the one-month long summer programme is 6-credit hours.

 Over 30 courses will be offered in the areas of Business, Communication, Economics, English, Film,
Finance, History, Journalism, Marketing, Religion, Science and Sociology.

» English will be the medium of instruction.

* Students who have completed the programme will be issued official transcripts by the HKBU
Academic Registry.

* Deadline for application is 24 February 2017 (Friday).

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1. Complete the "Application for Enrollment HKBU Summer Programme 2017".

2. Make an appointment to meet with the relevant study abroad advisor/coordinator at your home institution and submit
the application form for endorsement. Only properly endorsed applications submitted by authorized persons from the
exchange partnership institutions will be accepted as this will be treated as a summer exchange programme whereby the
numbers will be counted against the exchange numbers and therefore no tuition fee is charged.

3. Submit the following documents together with the application to the International/Study Abroad Office at your home
institution:

» An official transcript from home institution

* Immigration Form (1D 995A) (http://www.immd.gov.hk/pdforms/ID995A. pdf)

» 2 photocopies of applicant’s passport, Exit-entry Permit for Travelling to and from Hong Kong and Macao (EEP), China ID
or HKID (whichever is applicable)

* Financial verification document (proof that sufficient funds are available for the summer study)

* 3 recent passport-size photographs (not larger than 55 mm x 45 mm and not smaller than 50 mm x 40 mm)

» TOEFL or IELTS result slip if your native language is not English (alternatively, a verification letter from a faculty member
who can testify yourability to study in an English as a medium of instruction environment will suffice)

4. Meet the application submission deadline of 24 February 2017 (Friday). No late application will be accepted.

Please consult your home institution for approval of the credit transfer for the courses that you intend to enroll in prior to
the commencement of your summer courses of study at HKBU.
